MODIFICATION OF OPERATIONAL GUIDELINES FOR FINANCIAL
ASSISTANCE TO SCHEDULED CASTE ENTREPRENEURS
(01.04.2021 to 31.03.2026)

1. Background:

The Finance Minister in his Interim Budget Speech for FY 2014-15 made on
17" February 2014, inter-alia, announced the setting up of a Venture Capital Fund for
Scheduled Castes as follows:

“In order to promote entrepreneurship among the Scheduled Castes and to provide
concessional finance to them, IFCI will set up a Venture Capital Fund for Scheduled
Castes. | propose to provide an initial Capital of Rs. 200 crore, which can be
supplemented every year”.

The said allocation is under Social Sector Initiatives in order to promote
entrepreneurship among the scheduled castes and to provide concessional finance to
them.

2. Objective of the Scheme:

“Entrepreneurship” relates to entrepreneurs, managing businesses which are
oriented towards innovation and growth technologies. The spirit of the above mentioned
fund is to support those entrepreneurs, who will create wealth and value for society and
at the same time promoting profitable business.

The objectives of the Scheme are as below:

o Itis a Social Sector Initiative to be implemented nationally in order to promote
entrepreneurship among the scheduled caste population in India.

o Promote entrepreneurship amongst the Scheduled Castes who are oriented
towards innovation and growth technologies.

o To provide hand-holding support to new incubation ideas and start-up ideas by
SC Entrepreneurs. The venture capital scheme is meant to promote SC
entrepreneurship. However, innovative ideas have to be identified, promoted and
supported for them to translate into start-ups. This space is currently not occupied
in terms of SC entrepreneurs. As a result, most bright SC students who have good
and innovative ideas are forced to take to jobs. Therefore, there is a need for
incubating and supporting such ideas, till they reach commercialization stage.

o To provide concessional finance to the scheduled caste entrepreneurs, who will
create wealth and value for the society and at the same time will promote
profitable businesses. The assets, so created will also create forward/backward
linkage. It will further create chain effect in the locality.

o To increase financial inclusion for SC entrepreneurs and to motivate them for
further growth of SC communities.

To develop SC entrepreneurs economically.
To enhance direct and indirect employment generation for SC population in India
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3. Estimated SC Entrepreneur Population:

As per Census, 2011, the SC population is 20.13 crore, which constitutes 16.62%
of the total population, in India. There is a huge potential in such a large economy like
ours for such schemes out of which SC population can prosper and get opportunities to
progress into the main stream.

Although, there is no reliable data on the profile of SC Entrepreneurs, however,
as per the rough estimates of various stake holders such as Dalit Indian Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (DICCI) etc. there were around1000 Dalit entrepreneurs with
combined turnover of Rs. sixty thousand crore. There were approx. 50 companies with
turnover of Rs. 10 crore or more. Therefore, there is a huge demand for providing
concessional finance to such companies, which can uplift these businesses and such
entrepreneurs. In order to harness their potential and for the sake of their continuous
growth & development, it is necessary to formulate appropriate strategies for making
them aware, for stimulating them, for extending them support and ultimately, for
sustaining their efforts in the right direction.

c. For Companies with sanctioned assistance of above Rs.5 crore, the money released by
the Trust/Fund Manager would be in proportion to the loan tranche released by Bank/
department of Govt of India, except in the cases being supported under Innovative ideas
category selected by Technology Business Incubators (TBIs) as mentioned above.

o Documentary proofs of being SC will have to be submitted by the Entrepreneur at the time
of submitting the proposals.

o Documentary proofs / certificate from the incubation centers/corporates or documents w.r.t
patent/ copyrights in the name of SC entrepreneur need to be submitted at the time of
submitting the proposal.

e Sanction letter of Department of Government of India.

e E-documents will also be accepted.

Such assistance shall not be of revolving nature. Quantum of such
assistance shall be approved by Investment Committee as per the
requirement of the project, on case-to-case basis.

Such assistance may also be extended to the existing beneficiaries
under the Fund subject to the following conditions:

i. The account should be standard.

ii. The beneficiary company should have applied to nationalized/
private / cooperative Banks for working capital assistance and
the assistance sanctioned is either less than the required as per
the project cash flow estimates or such banks have denied the
assistance on any ground other than the feasibility.

This assistance shall be within the overall funding pattern of the
Fund.

Up to 10 years including moratorium period in case of debentures.
In case of equity, decision for exit would be taken on case-to-case
basis with maximum tenure up to 10 years.

Investment under the fund will be categorised as follows:

« Financial assistance upto Rs. 5 crore - Investment under this
category shall be funded maximum upto 75% of the project
cost and the balance 25% of the project cost will be funded by
the promoters or through Government subsidy/grants under
various schemes of Central or State Government.

In cases where Government subsidy is available, the promoters

will have to contribute at least 15% of the project cost.
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« Financial assistance above Rs. 5 crore— Investment under
this category shall be funded maximum upto 50% of the
project cost. At least 25% of the project cost shall be funded by
promoters or through Government subsidy/grants under
various schemes of Central or State Government, and balance
25% of the project cost can be funded either by promoters or
by the bank or any other Financial Institutions as the case may
be.

In cases where Government subsidy is available, the promoters

will have to contribute at least 15% of the project cost.

* The synergy of co-investment by private sector VC funds can be
explored during expansion stage of first generation entrepreneurs in
future.

Restructuring/
Re-schedulement

Restructuring/Re-schedulement can be allowed in cases (including
stressed cases) depending on viability and issues involved on case-to-
case basis by Investment Committee. Fund Manager will come up
with a circular, on its website, clarifying all issues involved in
restructuring/re-schedulement, along with the circumstances in which
restructuring/re-schedulement will be applicable, having regard to
proposals of various categories.

Exit Mechanism

Exit through payments out of operations, buyback/ redemptions by
promoters/ companies, strategic investments, listing on stock
exchanges or any other exit process.

Exit process shall be determined on case to case basis depending on
the nature of financial assistance and performance of the company.

Security

The following securities may be envisaged during the investment:

a. The assets of the project being funded/assisted under the
scheme shall be charged for security. The project assets will
include land, building, plant & machinery and rights on
licenses/ patents.

c. 2nd charge of the assets created out of the investment, where
the 1st charge is held by the Bank/FlIs.

d. Pledge of Shares held by promoters and forming at least 26%
stake and upto 51% of the Issued and Paid up capital shall be
taken. However, the percentage of pledged shares would be
decided on case to case basis.

e. In addition to the charge on assets, Post-dated Cheques
(PDCs)/ Electronic Clearing Service (ECS) and promissory
notes shall be taken.

f. Personal guarantees of the promoters along with buyback
agreement shall be entered.

g. In case no mortgage in the form of project land is available, the
borrower may arrange collateral securities.

a. The time for completion of the project would be as envisaged
at the sanction stage, subject to maximum of 24 months period
from the date of disbursement of the first installment of
assistance under the scheme, which may be extended by a
further period of 3 months, if reasons for delay are considered
justified by the AMC.

b. In case of non-compliance to the implementation schedule, the
further balance disbursements of sanctioned amount would be
subject to approval by the Investment Committee.

Selection process

e Any Proposal under the Scheme, shall pass through two
Committees and four stages:

a. Screening Committee (Preliminary Stage): The proposals
shall be put up before the Screening Committee for initial
analysis to see, whether the proposals are meeting the
Eligibility Criteria & Preliminary Appraisal Parameters. After
the clearance by the Screening Committee, the proposal shall
be taken up for detailed appraisal, negotiations and structuring.

b. Investment Committee (Final Stage):

i. The detailed proposal prepared by the AMC shall be
considered by the Investment Committee for sanction in
case of eligible proposals.

ii. The proposals appraised by the financing Bankers/FIs may
also submit their appraised proposal for references to AMC.

ii. The quantum of assistance shall be decided by this
committee.

c. Legal Documentation Stage: After the sanction by the
Investment Committee, Letter of Intent (Lol) along with the
terms and conditions of sanction shall be issued to the investee
company. The necessary legal documentations shall be
prepared and executed by the AMC.

d. Disbursement Stage: After the completion of above process
the disbursement shall be made as per the terms and conditions
of the sanction. The disbursement to the investee companies
would be done in tranches. For Companies where sanction
from bank/F1/ department of Govt. of India etc. is there, funds
shall be released by the Trust/Fund Manager in proportion to
the loan tranche/subsidy released/to be released by
Banks/department of Govt. of India, except in the cases being
supported under ASIIM. The disbursement of VCF-SC’s
contribution towards the total project cost shall be done
through an escrow account with a scheduled commercial bank.

inform and encourage their existing customers belonging to SC category.

o Proposal directly received from such entrepreneurs shall also be considered subject to the
eligibility criteria.

e Approaching Dalit Indian Chamber of Commerce & Industry (DICCI) and its various chapters.

e Approaching institutions under Ministry of Social Justice and Empowerment such as National
Scheduled Castes Finance and Development Corporation (NSFDC) and other State Finance
Institutions for Schedule Castes.

e Trade Fair/Exhibitions/Seminars.

e The Technical Consultancy Organizations (TCO) promoted by IFCI and other institutions,
whose primary objective is to give Technical consultancy to new entrepreneurs, shall also be
advised and engaged to source the proposals from the SC entrepreneurs. They will also
popularize the fund and help the entrepreneurs.

9.  Grievance Redressal Mechanism

10. Other Conditions:

o All the processes from the application stage to sanction stage would be online, and proper
tracking system of the application would be implemented by the IFCI.

o The estimated time period required for an investment proposal to mature from application stage
to sanction stage (i.e. final decision of investment committee) would be approximately 3-4
months for equity proposals and 2-3 months for equity linked debt proposals.

« Maintaining and keeping inventory of all deals.

o Performance / other reporting to GOI; as and when required.

o Necessary audit procedures to be carried out in the scheme annually.

« Post monitoring activities and regular updates to be shared with the committees/boards.

« The role of implementing agency shall be to mentor the enterprise and also to monitor the
progress and utilization on monthly basis.

« Penal Provision: A penal interest of 2% above the existing interest rate will be charged in case
of projects where there is non-implementation of projects/misappropriation of funds/non-
payment of dues etc. by the entrepreneurs/company. However, in such case, a window for 6
months may be given to the Companies.
